Live Accompaniment to classic silent cinema

About the project

The Silent ReMasters program is organized by the Media Resource Centre and is presented as part of the Adelaide Cinémathèque at the Mercury Cinema.   The program has been created to foster the development of our local musicians and composers looking to work in the film industry.  Successful applicants will compose a score to one of the silent film sessions within the programs and perform it live at the Mercury Cinema.  The films and dates are listed below.

Interested parties are asked to complete the attached entry form and submit supporting materials for consideration by the selection panel.  Successful applicants will be notified in writing in early November.  A nominal fee of around $1000 will be awarded to successful applicants, however the main benefit will be the experience and exposure gained from participating in the project.


Silent ReMasters is presented with the support of the Australasian Performing Rights Association (APRA) and Allans Music + Billy Hyde.

A note about performing to live film

To compose a score to a silent film, applicants will need to preview the films in advance.  We have DVD copies of some films available, however the score should be composed to the film print that will screen at the performance since the versions and presentation speeds can vary.  Advance opportunities will be available for applicants to rehearse to the prints that will screen at the performances.  It is however usual practice for composers to employ a high degree of improvisation and flexibility and to perform in time to the performance print.  It is envisaged that applicants be able to preview films on DVD to gain a general idea of the themes contained within the film and the style of the film and construct the basic composition to this.  Fine-tuning of this composition will occur in 1-2 rehearsal sessions prior to the performance.

As a general rule of thumb, “less is more” when it comes to film compositions.  The intention is for the music to support the film and aid in the sensory experience from the audiences’ perspective, not for the music to become the sole focus of the show.
